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   Daylight Savings Time Ends First Weekend in Nov. 

"He made the moon to mark the seasons; the sun knows its time for setting."  Ps 104:19 
       The Holy Bible (ESV) mentions "time" 599 times in 564 verses. Ironically the first 
time "time" appears is in Genesis 4 (regarding a worship setting), although God creat-
ing time (and the seasons) is in the first chapter of the Bible.  In the beginning, time 
was good just as everything was good, until sin entered the world. Then time, meant to 
be a blessing, was tainted with "the curse." How often time seems against us: appoint-
ments to keep, not enough time, aging and weakening with passing years always edg-
ing closer to the end of time. 
       Regardless, Christ our Savior has entered our time. "But when the fullness of time 
had come, God sent forth his Son, born of woman, born under the law, to  
redeem those who were under the law, so that we might receive adoption as sons."  
Galatians 4:4-5.  In Christ, we can view time in a new light, God's gift to us to use 
wisely as His faithful stewards.  
       That said, we do not control time; we work with it. And it is that time of year when 
we manipulate our clocks again. Going to bed on Sat., Nov. 6, set your clocks back one 
hour (gain an hour) as we move back to Central "Standard" Time. See you in Church 
for Divine Service, All Saints Sunday, Nov. 7 at the reset time.

"Sing praises to the LORD, O you His saints, and give thanks to His holy name." Ps 30:4  

       "Saints" may be the mascot term for an NFL team in New Orleans, probably because 
of jazz roots and the popularity of the Negro spiritual, "When the Saints Go Marching In." 
But another reason is that this franchise began on Nov. 1, All Saints Day! 
 (BTW-Their logo is based on an ancient French symbol for the Holy Trinity, The Fleur-De-lis!) 
       However, the term "saints" appears in the Holy Bible no less than 80 times, both Old 
and New Testaments. The term is often misunderstood, with the thinking that a saint is a 
very good person who went straight to heaven because of their goodness. This is not how 
the Bible uses the term and is contrary to the doctrine of Messiah Jesus.  

       Literally the term "saint" means "holy one"; not holy in having never committed a sin, 
but made holy, "set apart" through the mercy of God and forgiven of all sins through 
Christ's atonement. 

       All Saints Sunday, Nov. 7, does give opportunity to memorialize those who, as re-
deemed souls in Christ, have departed this life to be with Him in heaven. Hymns and 
readings for that "Lord's Day" will reflect this important article of faith as we confess in 
the Apostles Creed "the communion of saints."   "Precious in the sight of the LORD is the 
death of his saints." Psalm 116:15 
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           Veterans Day, Nov. 11  
... falls on a Thursday this year, but as the Church remembers her faithful saints of the 
past on "All Saints Day," our nation is called to remember and honor our military who 
paid the ultimate price for our freedom and liberty. Without them putting on our na-
tion's uniform and putting their very lives on the line, our nation would lose its princi-
ples of "Life, Liberty and the Persuit of Happiness." 
        Ironically, Nov. 11, 1483, was the day Martin Luther, one day old born on Nov. 
10, was baptized and given the name Martin, after St. Martin of Tours, a Roman sol-
dier and Christian who showed kindness to a beggar, and has become the emblem of 
Christian chaplains to this day. Martin, as a name, implies warrior, and Martin Luther 
grew up to be a "warrior" for the cross of Christ and His Word.  
       Further irony, that Luther's baptismal date and St. Martin of Tours Day became 
the date on which World World I officially ended - the 11th hour on the 11th day of 
the 11th month (1918) - "the war to end all wars!"  More irony and sadly, mankind 
continues to wage wars to vainly establish human versions of "Utopia."  As we ap-
proach the end of the Church calendar year with emphasis on Christ's return (His Sec-
ond Advent), we are reminded that only He can bring about true, lasting peace. "He 
will wipe away every tear from their eyes, and death shall be no more, neither shall 
there be mourning, nor crying, nor pain anymore, for the former things have passed 
away.ò And He who was seated on the throne said, 'Behold, I am making all things 
new.'ò Revelation 21:4-5

But 
God's people take it a bit further, to thank the one true God for all of His unearned 
generous mercies and provisions for both body and soul, especially realized through 
our Savior Jesus Christ. As St. Paul reminds us, while encouraging responsible stew-
ardship, "For you know the grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, that though He was rich, 
yet for your sake He became poor, so that you by His poverty might become rich." II 
Cor. 8:9  The Apostle continues, "The point is this: whoever sows sparingly will also 
reap sparingly, and whoever sows bountifully will also reap bountifully. Each one 
must give as he has decided in his heart, not reluctantly or under compulsion, for God 
loves a cheerful giver." II Cor. 9:6-7  May the Lord also guide and bless our faithful 
stewardship into 2022, as an expression of our thanksgiving and trust in Him for all 
that is good. See also Malachi 3, especially v.10.

                                           Advent Begins Sunday, Nov. 28 

ñBehold, I send my messenger, and he will prepare the way before me. And the Lord 
whom you seek will suddenly come to his temple; and the messenger of the covenant in 
whom you delight, behold, he is coming, says the LORD of hosts." Malachi 3:1          
       The last Sunday of this month ushers in a new church calendar year and the beginning 
of the Advent season. Advent simply means "coming," a season that allows us to focus on 
the coming of Jesus, the Babe of Bethlehem, as prophesies are fulfilled. With this new 
church year, Gospel readings change from Mark to primarily Luke's Gospel. To highlight 
this special, pentitential season, in preparation for marking the miracle of time - the  
incarnation of Christ; midweek devotional services (no holy comm., about 40 minutes) 
will also be offered on Wednesdays, Dec. 1, 8, and 15 at 7:00 p.m. The  following week  
culminates with Christmas Eve, on Friday, Dec. 24, and Christmas Day on Saturday 

       Note: With Nov. 28,  and the beginning of the new Church Year, it is fitting to  
recognize and formally install R.L.C.'s officers for 2022 in the Divine Service. Also, the 
Advent Wreath is placed in the chancel, with the traditional candles to mark the four 
weeks of Advent leading to Christmas. 
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
